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Theory of Operation

Rotating the authorized key in the momentary key switch mounted
adjacent to gate will bypass the delayed egress system, allowing
exit. A Green LED will illuminate indicating disarmed status.

Pressing the pushpad on the exit device for more than 3 seconds
puts the system into alarm mode and begins an irrevocable
15-second delay, keeping the gate locked for 15 seconds before the
blocker(s) release(s) allowing egress through gate. Shunting the
alarm and rearming the delayed egress system requires use of
authorized key switch located adjacent to gate.

When activated, the fire alarm system will send a signal to deactivate
the delayed egress system, allowing immediate egress. The local
alarm will sound until reset.
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
